Forty-year-old
Kamlesh has worked for the organisation for more than a decade as a fashion designer and manager. "l've
always been drawn to fashion, especially festive Indian wear," he says. "I saw a famous Indian fashion
designer's interview when | was a teenager, and | instantly knew that fashion was my calling."

Before joining Sunder Rang, Kamlesh taught pattern making, garment construction, portfolio and design
collection at the International Institute of Fashion Design in Jodhpur. Teaching these young artisans led
him towards Sunder Rang, which has community development at the heart of its altruistic ethos.

The crafts collective (Sunder Rang) was founded by local businessman Praduman Singh and Norwegian
entrepreneur Kristin G Andersen, with an aim to uplift the local community, empower artisans and
® preserve the art of traditional Rajasthani handicrafts. Today, the organisation employs around 35 women
from the local village, providing them with a stable income and fair wages. Any additional profit is used to
expand the project and support the wider community in areas of development, sanitation and education.

Sunder Rang's products come in a bright palette of colours and range from tote bags to pouches, cushion
covers, bed linens, beaded jewellery and block-printed kurtas (traditional tunics). "The artisans blend
traditional designs with a contemporary twist in every creation," Kamlesh explains.

One of the many techniques used at Sunder Rang is block printing - an ancient Rajasthani art that uses
hand-carved wood blocks on fabric dyed with natural colours, derived from the likes of turmeric and
pomegranate. It's a time-consuming process requiring a lot of skill and can be seen on a variety of Sunder
Rang's products, including tiered dresses, voluminous weekend bags and habutai silk scarves.

@ Another popular design technique is gudri work - a vibrant hand-embroidered method that uses a
continuous running stitch. "Gudri in Rajasthan is essentially a style of bedding, made by using old,
discarded clothes. We patch and layer them on, and then sew them together using the running stitches,"
Kamlesh states proudly.

Tired calves-
baby elephants want to stop, but mothers and aunts gently push them along. The older animals make
soft, soothing noises.” We’re almost there,” they seem to say. “Just keep walking a little longer.”

(® Suddenly every one stops. Huge ears stretch out like satellite dishes. After a minute or two of what seems
like silence, the animals turn and quickly walk away from the water hole. As they go, the adults stay close
to the calves. So, what happened? Why did the elephants change their path? They seemed to be listening
to something. And whatever it was, they got the message to flee! Yet human ears were unable to hear
the sounds. Elephants make lots of sounds that humans can hear such as barks, snorts, roars, and

trumpet-like calls. Often, a group of elephants use such sounds to talk with other elephants.

For years, scientists were puzzled by this type of elephants’ behaviours, but now they have solved the
mystery. They discovered that elephants have a ‘secret language’ they use for communicating over long
distances.

This special talk is based on infrasound - sounds so low that humans can’t hear them. But elephants can
@5 hear them. The sounds can travel for several miles, allowing the six-ton animals to communicate across
grasslands and forests in Africa or Asia.

Studying infrasound helps scientists understand elephant behaviour. For example, the elephants heading

to the water hole may have heard warning calls from another group of elephants. Perhaps those

elephants saw a lion slurping water at the water hole. The lion looked hungry and it could not kill an adult
elephant, but it might kill a calf. No drink would be worth that risk, so the herd turned away.
